@ e Don’t knock. At no point, knock or ring a doorbell.

» Don’t talk. Pray & Go is designed for prayer. The idea is not to spend time

Don’t talking, but at the same time, don’t be rude. If you happen to engage with

someone, let them know you are praying for our community. Hand them a
doorhanger if they will accept it.

e Don’t go alone. Always walk in pairs.

« Don’t go near kids or pets. If there are kids or pets visible, do not place the
doorhanger. Pray for the house, but keep walking to the next house.

e Don’t stop. Don't stop in front of a house and prayer or talk. Reep moving.
Your prayer will be brief. Pray as you walk in front and as you place the

doorhanger.
